Apollon was built as an “artisanal yacht” because it
was entirely handmade by our team of skilled artisans
using fine African wood. Apollon, launched in 2015,
is a ketch with four sails fully operable, as well as
two main engines and a hydraulic bowthruster.
Speed: 10 knots under engine, 6 knots under sail.




The Cabins

The Apollon has 7 cabins. Four cabins are 16 sq.m with double bed
and upper berth. The master cabin is 25 sq. m with double bed
and two upper berths. Two cabins with two twin beds are 8 sq. m
and 16 sgq. m. All cabins have private en suite WC, shower with
hot water, electric toilet, sink and towels. Linens are changed every
other day. All cabins are fully air conditioned.
